Bible Study 1: David – Chosen and Anointed
Main Passage: 1 Samuel 16:1–23
Purpose of the Study
This study is designed to:
· Encourage believers to trust God’s wisdom in His choices.
· Strengthen the understanding of God’s sovereignty and divine calling.
· Challenge the church to see God’s work beyond outward appearances.
Opening Prayer
“Lord, thank You for choosing and calling us according to Your perfect will. Teach us to recognize Your hand in our lives and the lives of others. Help us to trust Your wisdom and to follow Your leading with faith. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”
1. Read the Passage: 1 Samuel 16:1–23
Invite someone to read aloud. Encourage the group to listen for God’s guidance, Samuel’s obedience, and David’s humility.
2. Context and Summary
God rejects Saul as king due to disobedience and sends Samuel to anoint a new king from the family of Jesse. Samuel is initially guided by outward appearances but learns that God looks at the heart, not appearance. David, the youngest son, is anointed by God and begins his journey of service, courage, and faith. David’s selection illustrates God’s sovereignty and the importance of character over external qualifications.
3. Key Themes and Reflections
A. God Sees the Heart
· God’s assessment is not based on height, appearance, or human expectations.
· Reflection Question: How often do we judge by appearances instead of seeking God’s perspective?
· Quote: “Man looks at the outward appearance, but the Lord looks at the heart.” — 1 Samuel 16:7
· Related Scripture:
· 1 Samuel 16:7 – God judges by the heart.
· Proverbs 3:5–6 – Trust in the Lord, not your own understanding.
B. God’s Sovereignty in Calling
· David’s anointing shows that God chooses according to His purpose, not human logic.

Group Discussion:
· How can we cultivate discernment to recognize God’s choice in our leaders and peers?
· Are we ready to step into God’s calling in our own lives, however unexpected it may seem?
5. A Call to Action: Responding to God’s Anointing
· Examine your own life for areas where God might be calling you.
· Pray for humility to trust God’s timing and purpose.
· Consider mentoring or supporting others who are walking in their God-given calling.
Closing Scripture Meditation
Psalm 23:1–3 – “The Lord is my shepherd; I shall not want. He makes me lie down in green pastures. He leads me beside still waters. He restores my soul.”
Final Prayer
“Father, thank You for choosing and equipping those You call. Help us to trust Your heart, to follow Your guidance, and to serve faithfully in the places You have prepared for us. Strengthen us to walk humbly in obedience and faith. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”







Bible Study 2: David the Poet
Main Passage: Psalm 23
Purpose of the Study
This study is designed to:
· Encourage believers to experience God’s presence as Shepherd in every circumstance.
· Strengthen faith in God’s provision, guidance, and protection.
· Challenge the church to trust God during both peaceful and challenging seasons.
Opening Prayer
“Lord, You are our Shepherd. Teach us to rest in Your care, trust Your guidance, and walk confidently in Your provision. Open our hearts to the comfort and assurance You give through Your Word. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”
1. Read the Passage: Psalm 23
Have someone read aloud slowly. Invite participants to notice the imagery of God as Shepherd and reflect on how each verse describes His care.
2. Context and Summary
David, a shepherd himself, draws on personal experience to describe God as the ultimate Shepherd. This Psalm reflects trust, provision, guidance, and protection. It moves from green pastures and still waters to the valley of the shadow of death, ending in assurance of God’s goodness and eternal presence. Psalm 23 has been a source of comfort, encouragement, and hope for believers across generations.
3. Key Themes and Reflections
A. God’s Provision and Rest
· “The Lord is my shepherd; I shall not want.” God provides for our physical, emotional, and spiritual needs.
· Reflection Question: In what areas of your life do you need to trust God’s provision more fully?
· Quote: “The Lord provides not according to our circumstances, but according to His abundance.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Philippians 4:19 – God will supply every need.
· Matthew 6:31–33 – Seek first the kingdom of God.
B. Guidance and Restoration

· Spend intentional time this week reflecting on areas of need and surrendering them to God’s care.
· Encourage one another with personal testimonies of God’s guidance and goodness.
Closing Scripture Meditation
John 10:27–28 – “My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me. I give them eternal life, and they will never perish, and no one will snatch them out of my hand.”
Final Prayer
“Lord, we thank You for being our Shepherd. Teach us to trust Your provision, follow Your guidance, and rest in Your protection. Help us to walk with courage, assured of Your goodness all our days. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”

Bible Study 3: David the Builder
Main Passage: 1 Chronicles 17; 22
Purpose of the Study
This study is designed to:
· Encourage believers to honour God with their work and vision.
· Strengthen understanding of planning, obedience, and legacy in God’s kingdom.
· Challenge the church to align ambition and leadership with God’s will.
Opening Prayer
“Lord, guide our hands and hearts in building for Your kingdom. Help us to plan and act according to Your purpose, and to leave a legacy of faithfulness and obedience. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”
1. Read the Passage: 1 Chronicles 17; 22
Have someone read the passages aloud. Invite the group to notice David’s heart for God, his vision for the temple, and God’s instructions regarding building.
2. Context and Summary
David desired to build a permanent temple for the Lord, demonstrating his devotion and vision for God’s presence among His people. God, however, instructs him that his son Solomon will carry out the construction, while David is to prepare and provide. David’s planning, resource gathering, and prayerful guidance exemplify faithful leadership, vision, and obedience in building God’s kingdom.
3. Key Themes and Reflections
A. Vision Aligned with God’s Will
· David wanted to build the temple, but he sought God’s guidance.
· God redirected the work to Solomon, showing that vision must align with God’s timing and plan.
· Reflection Question: Are our personal goals and ambitions aligned with God’s will?
· Quote: “God’s plans are always higher than our plans, but His timing is perfect.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Proverbs 16:3 – Commit your work to the Lord, and your plans will succeed.
· Jeremiah 29:11 – God has plans for our good.
B. Leadership Through Preparation
· David’s preparation—gathering materials, planning, and organizing—is a model for faithful leadership.

Main Passage: 1 Samuel 17:1–58
Purpose of the Study
This study is designed to:
· Encourage believers to trust God in the face of overwhelming challenges.
· Strengthen faith in God’s power rather than human strength.
· Challenge the church to confront fear and step boldly into God-given opportunities.
Opening Prayer
“Lord, help us to face giants in our lives with courage and faith. Teach us to rely on Your strength and guidance rather than our own abilities. Empower us to serve You boldly and triumph over fear. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”
1. Read the Passage: 1 Samuel 17:1–58
Invite a participant to read the passage aloud, noting the contrast between Goliath’s size and David’s youth, as well as the faith that enabled David to act.
2. Context and Summary
The Philistine army, led by the giant Goliath, challenges Israel. David, a young shepherd, volunteers to fight, armed only with faith, a sling, and five stones. He declares that the battle belongs to the Lord and defeats Goliath through God’s power. This story illustrates that God equips the humble and faithful to overcome seemingly impossible obstacles.
3. Key Themes and Reflections
A. Courage Rooted in Faith
· David’s courage is not based on physical strength but trust in God’s power.
· Reflection Question: What “giants” are you facing, and how can your faith give you courage?
· Quote: “Faith sees the invisible, believes the incredible, and receives the impossible.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Joshua 1:9 – Be strong and courageous; God is with you.
· 2 Corinthians 12:9–10 – God’s power is made perfect in weakness.
B. God Uses the Humble and Ordinary
· David, the youngest and least experienced, was chosen by God to defeat the giant.
· God values obedience and faith over experience, status, or appearance.
· Reflection Question: Are we limiting God by focusing on our weaknesses rather than His power?

Bible Study 5: David and Jonathan – Friendship
Main Passage: 1 Samuel 18:1–4; 19:1–7; 20:1–42; 2 Samuel 1:17–27
Purpose of the Study
This study is designed to:
· Encourage believers to cultivate godly, faithful friendships.
· Strengthen understanding of loyalty, sacrificial love, and covenant relationships.
· Challenge the church to reflect Christlike love in interpersonal relationships.
Opening Prayer
“Lord, thank You for the gift of friendship. Teach us to love others with loyalty, humility, and selflessness. Help us to build relationships that honour You and encourage one another in faith. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”
1. Read the Passage
Invite someone to read the passages aloud. Ask participants to observe the loyalty, courage, and deep affection between David and Jonathan, even in the face of danger and political pressure.
2. Context and Summary
Jonathan, son of King Saul, forms a covenant friendship with David, recognising God’s anointing on David’s life. Their friendship is marked by loyalty, trust, and mutual protection. Jonathan protects David from Saul’s attempts on his life and encourages him spiritually and emotionally. After both Jonathan and Saul die, David mourns deeply, expressing his grief through heartfelt lamentation. Their story demonstrates the power of godly friendship grounded in faith, integrity, and covenant love.
3. Key Themes and Reflections
A. Loyalty and Sacrificial Love
· Jonathan risks his life to protect David, demonstrating covenant loyalty.
· Reflection Question: How willing are we to sacrifice for the well-being of our friends, guided by godly principles?
· Quote: “A true friend is a reflection of God’s love.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Proverbs 17:17 – A friend loves at all times.
· John 15:13 – Greater love has no one than this: to lay down one’s life for one’s friends.
B. Encouragement in God’s Calling
· Jonathan recognises and affirms God’s plan for David’s life.

Bible Study 6: Jonah
Main Passage: Jonah 1–4
Purpose of the Study

· Challenge the church to embrace God’s mission, even when it conflicts with personal comfort or expectations.
Opening Prayer
“Lord, open our hearts to hear Your voice and follow Your calling. Help us to obey You fully, embrace Your mission, and reflect Your mercy to the world. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”
1. Read the Passage
Invite a participant to read Jonah 1–4 aloud. Ask the group to notice Jonah’s initial disobedience, God’s patience, and the themes of repentance and mercy.
2. Context and Summary
God calls Jonah to preach to Nineveh, a city known for wickedness. Jonah initially flees, but God pursues him through a storm and a great fish. Eventually, Jonah obeys, and the city repents. Jonah struggles with God’s mercy, revealing the tension between divine compassion and human expectations. The story illustrates God’s patience, the call to obedience, and the universality of His grace.
3. Key Themes and Reflections
A. God’s Call Requires Obedience
· Jonah initially ran from God’s mission, but God pursues His servant.
· Reflection Question: Are there areas of your life where you are avoiding God’s call?
· Quote: “God’s call may take us out of our comfort zone, but it leads to life.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Isaiah 6:8 – Here I am; send me.
· Luke 9:23 – Take up your cross daily and follow me.
B. God’s Mercy is Universal
· God’s compassion extends even to those we might consider undeserving.

Bible Study 7: Calling for Mission
Main Passage: Isaiah 6:1–10
Purpose of the Study
This study is designed to:
· Encourage believers to respond to God’s call with readiness and humility.
· Strengthen understanding of holiness, obedience, and God’s mission.
· Challenge the church to embrace God’s sending, even when it involves difficulty or sacrifice.
Opening Prayer
“Lord, open our eyes to see Your glory and hear Your call. Give us courage to respond faithfully, humility to serve, and a willing heart for Your mission. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”
1. Read the Passage
Invite a participant to read Isaiah 6:1–10 aloud. Ask the group to notice Isaiah’s vision, the holiness of God, and the commissioning that follows.
2. Context and Summary
Isaiah experiences a vision of the Lord enthroned in the temple. Overwhelmed by God’s holiness, he acknowledges his own sinfulness. A seraph touches his lips with a live coal, symbolising purification. God then calls Isaiah to be His prophet, sending him to a people who may resist his message. This passage illustrates the transformative encounter with God, the cleansing power of His presence, and the courage required to embrace God’s mission.
3. Key Themes and Reflections
A. Encountering God’s Holiness
· Isaiah recognises God’s glory and holiness, which brings conviction of his own sin.
· Reflection Question: How does encountering God’s holiness shape your life and priorities?
· Quote: “A vision of God’s holiness brings humility and devotion.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Habakkuk 2:20 – The Lord is in His holy temple; let all the earth keep silence before Him.
· Psalm 99:9 – Exalt the Lord our God, and worship at His holy hill.
B. God’s Cleansing and Equipping
· Isaiah’s lips are touched by a live coal, symbolising purification and readiness for service.
· Reflection Question: What areas of your life need God’s cleansing before you can fully serve Him?
· Quote: “God purifies those He calls so they can reflect His glory.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· 1 John 1:9 – If we confess our sins, He is faithful to cleanse us.
· 2 Timothy 2:21 – Those cleansed and consecrated will be instruments for honourable use.

· God sends Isaiah to people who will resist his message, illustrating that obedience is not always about immediate success.

Bible Study 8: Ruth
Main Passage: Ruth 1–4
Purpose of the Study
This study is designed to:
· Encourage believers to embrace loyalty, faithfulness, and courage.

· Ruth’s steadfast loyalty to Naomi is a model of faithfulness and sacrificial love.
· Reflection Question: In what relationships or responsibilities is God calling you to demonstrate loyalty and faithfulness?

· Challenge the church to respond to trials with integrity and perseverance.
Opening Prayer

1. Read the Passage

This story challenges believers to maintain integrity and trust God even when His purposes are not immediately clear.
3. Key Themes and Reflections
A. Faithful Integrity in Trials
· Job maintains faith and does not sin with his lips despite great suffering.
· Reflection Question: How do we maintain integrity when circumstances test our faith?
· Quote: “Faith is not the absence of suffering, but the trust that God is faithful in it.” — Unknown

· Though God is not explicitly mentioned, His guidance is evident in events and timing.
· Reflection Question: How can we recognise God’s hand at work in the circumstances of our lives?
· Quote: “God’s providence is often unseen but always effective.” — Unknown

· Christ, though exalted, submitted Himself to suffering and God’s plan.
· Reflection Question: How can we imitate Christ’s humility and obedience in our daily lives?

Bible Study 14: Second Sunday in Advent – Hope
Main Theme: Hope
Key Passages: Romans 15:13; Isaiah 40:31; Hebrews 6:19
Purpose of the Study
This study is designed to:
· Encourage believers to anchor their hope in God’s promises.
· Strengthen understanding of the hope Christ brings during Advent and beyond.
· Challenge the church to live as a people of hope in a world of uncertainty.
Opening Prayer
“Lord, fill us with Your hope this Advent season. Help us to trust in Your promises, remain steadfast in faith, and shine Your hope into the lives of others. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”
1. Read the Passages
Invite participants to read Romans 15:13, Isaiah 40:31, and Hebrews 6:19 aloud. Ask the group to consider the sources and strength of hope found in God.
2. Context and Summary
Advent is a season of preparation and anticipation, reminding us that Christ brings ultimate hope. Hope in God sustains believers through trials, anchors our faith, and empowers us to persevere. This hope is confident because it is rooted in God’s promises, character, and faithfulness.
3. Key Themes and Reflections
A. Hope in God’s Promises
· God’s Word provides a firm foundation for hope.
· Reflection Question: What promises of God bring you the greatest encouragement in your life?
· Quote: “Hope is trusting God’s faithfulness when circumstances are uncertain.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Romans 15:13 – May the God of hope fill you with joy and peace.
· Hebrews 10:23 – Hold fast to the confession of hope without wavering.
B. Strengthened by Hope
· Waiting on God renews our strength and resilience.
· Reflection Question: How can hope in God renew your strength amid challenges?
· Quote: “Hope lifts the weary soul and steadies the heart in trials.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Isaiah 40:31 – Those who hope in the Lord will renew their strength.
· Psalm 31:24 – Be strong, take heart, all who hope in the Lord.


C. Hope as an Anchor
· Hope stabilises the believer through life’s storms.
· Reflection Question: In what areas of life do you need the anchor of God’s hope?
· Quote: “Hope is the anchor of the soul that prevents drifting in life’s tempests.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Hebrews 6:19 – Hope as an anchor for the soul, firm and secure.
· Psalm 62:5 – My soul, wait in silence for God alone.
D. Living as People of Hope
· Our hope in Christ should shape our actions, words, and witness.
· Reflection Question: How can our hope encourage others and bring light into their lives?
· Quote: “Hope shared is hope multiplied.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· 1 Peter 1:3 – A living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ.
· Romans 12:12 – Be joyful in hope, patient in affliction, faithful in prayer.
4. A Word to the Church: Be a Community of Hope
· The church is called to be a beacon of hope, reflecting Christ’s promises to a waiting world.
· Challenge: Are we visibly living as people of hope, encouraging those around us and preparing hearts for Christ?
Group Discussion:
· Share a recent experience where hope in God sustained you.
· How can we collectively as a church cultivate hope in our community?
5. A Call to Action: Shine Hope
· Identify one person who needs encouragement this week and share God’s hope with them.
· Pray for courage, wisdom, and boldness to live as a hopeful witness.
Closing Scripture Meditation
Romans 15:13 – “May the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace as you trust in Him, so that you may overflow with hope by the power of the Holy Spirit.”
Final Prayer
“Lord, fill us with Your hope this Advent season. Strengthen our hearts, renew our spirit, and empower us to shine hope into the lives of others. May we live confidently, trusting in Your promises and Your faithfulness. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”




Bible Study 15: Third Sunday in Advent – Peace
Main Theme: Peace
Key Passages: Isaiah 9:6; John 14:27; Philippians 4:6–7
Purpose of the Study
This study is designed to:
· Encourage believers to experience the peace of Christ in the Advent season.
· Strengthen understanding of God’s peace as both inner calm and relational harmony.
· Challenge the church to live as peacemakers in a world filled with conflict and unrest.
Opening Prayer
“Lord, grant us Your peace this Advent season. Help us to rest in Your presence, trust Your plans, and become instruments of peace in our families, communities, and church. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”
1. Read the Passages
Invite participants to read Isaiah 9:6, John 14:27, and Philippians 4:6–7 aloud. Ask the group to reflect on the sources and nature of the peace that Christ brings.
2. Context and Summary
Advent reminds believers to anticipate the arrival of Christ, the Prince of Peace. True peace is a gift from God, not dependent on circumstances. It offers calm in the midst of trials, reconciliation in relationships, and hope in the future. Christ’s peace transforms hearts and communities, inviting us to trust, rest, and act as peacemakers.
3. Key Themes and Reflections
A. Peace Through Christ
· Jesus provides peace that surpasses human understanding.
· Reflection Question: How have you experienced Christ’s peace during stressful or uncertain times?
· Quote: “True peace is a gift of God, not the absence of difficulty.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· John 14:27 – Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you.
· Isaiah 9:6 – He is called the Prince of Peace.
B. Inner Calm Amid Trials
· God’s peace guards our hearts and minds even in adversity.
· Reflection Question: What practices help you maintain God’s peace in your daily life?
· Quote: “Peace is not found in circumstances, but in the presence of God.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Philippians 4:6–7 – Do not be anxious, but present your requests to God.
· Colossians 3:15 – Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts.

C. Peacemaking in Relationships
· God’s peace calls us to reconciliation, forgiveness, and unity with others.
· Reflection Question: Where is God calling you to be a peacemaker in your relationships?
· Quote: “Peace is both a gift received and a gift shared.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Matthew 5:9 – Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be called children of God.
· Romans 12:18 – Live at peace with everyone, as far as it depends on you.
D. Hope Through Peace
· God’s peace is tied to the hope of Christ’s coming and His eternal kingdom.
· Reflection Question: How does God’s promised peace shape the way you face challenges and uncertainty?
· Quote: “Peace and hope walk together hand in hand in the life of the believer.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Isaiah 26:3 – You keep in perfect peace those whose minds are steadfast on You.
· Romans 15:13 – May the God of hope fill you with peace as you trust Him.
4. A Word to the Church: Live as Peacemakers
· The church is called to embody Christ’s peace, fostering reconciliation, forgiveness, and hope.
· Challenge: Are we actively living as ambassadors of peace in our families, workplaces, and communities?
Group Discussion:
· Share a recent example of God’s peace at work in your life.
· How can we encourage one another to be peacemakers in our church and neighbourhoods?
5. A Call to Action: Extend Peace
· Identify one situation this week where God is calling you to act as a peacemaker.
· Pray for courage, wisdom, and humility to foster peace in your sphere of influence.
Closing Scripture Meditation
John 14:27 – “Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled and do not be afraid.”
Final Prayer
“Lord, thank You for the gift of Your peace. Help us to rest in Your presence, trust Your plans, and extend Your peace to others. May our words, actions, and attitudes reflect the Prince of Peace this Advent season and beyond. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”




Bible Study 16: Fourth Sunday in Advent – Joy
Main Theme: Joy
Key Passages: Luke 2:10–11; Psalm 16:11; Nehemiah 8:10
Purpose of the Study
This study is designed to:
· Encourage believers to embrace the joy that comes from Christ’s birth.
· Strengthen understanding of spiritual joy as a fruit of God’s presence, not circumstances.
· Challenge the church to cultivate and share joy in everyday life.
Opening Prayer
“Lord, fill our hearts with the joy of Your coming. Help us to celebrate Your presence, live in gratitude, and spread Your joy to those around us. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”
1. Read the Passages
Invite participants to read Luke 2:10–11, Psalm 16:11, and Nehemiah 8:10 aloud. Ask the group to reflect on the source and expression of true joy.
2. Context and Summary
Advent celebrates the anticipation and arrival of Christ. Joy is a central theme, rooted in the knowledge that God has come to redeem and restore. Spiritual joy is not dependent on circumstances but flows from God’s presence, promises, and faithfulness. This joy transforms hearts, uplifts communities, and motivates acts of worship and service.
3. Key Themes and Reflections
A. Joy in God’s Salvation
· The angels announce joy at Christ’s birth, proclaiming good news for all people.
· Reflection Question: How does recognising God’s salvation bring lasting joy?
· Quote: “Joy begins where God’s redemption is received.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Luke 2:10–11 – Do not be afraid; I bring you good news of great joy.
· Isaiah 61:10 – I will rejoice in the Lord.
B. Joy as God’s Presence
· True joy comes from God’s presence, which fills life with meaning and hope.
· Reflection Question: In what ways do you experience God’s presence bringing joy today?
· Quote: “Joy is the echo of God’s nearness in the soul.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Psalm 16:11 – In God’s presence is fullness of joy.
· John 15:11 – That My joy may be in you and that your joy may be complete.
C. Joy Amid Challenges
· Spiritual joy can coexist with difficulty because it is rooted in God, not circumstance.
· Reflection Question: How can we cultivate joy even when life is challenging?
· Quote: “Joy does not depend on the absence of trials but on the presence of God.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· James 1:2–3 – Consider it pure joy when facing trials.
· Nehemiah 8:10 – The joy of the Lord is your strength.
D. Joy Expressed in Community
· Joy grows when shared in worship, fellowship, and acts of service.
· Reflection Question: How can we spread God’s joy within our church and community?
· Quote: “Joy multiplies when it is shared.” — Unknown
· Related Scripture:
· Philippians 4:4 – Rejoice in the Lord always.
· Romans 12:15 – Rejoice with those who rejoice.
4. A Word to the Church: Be a Joyful People
· The church is called to reflect Christ’s joy, celebrating God’s presence and sharing hope with the world.
· Challenge: Are we cultivating joy in our hearts, homes, and ministries, even in difficult times?
Group Discussion:
· Share an experience when God’s joy uplifted you or someone else.
· How can we intentionally encourage joy in our community during Advent?
5. A Call to Action: Live Joyfully
· Identify one way to express or share God’s joy this week.
· Pray for God to fill your heart with joy that overflows to others.
Closing Scripture Meditation
Nehemiah 8:10 – “Do not grieve, for the joy of the Lord is your strength.”
Final Prayer
“Lord, thank You for the gift of joy through Your Son, Jesus Christ. Fill our hearts with gladness, sustain us in trials, and help us to share Your joy with everyone around us. May our lives reflect Your glory this Advent season and always. In Jesus’ name, Amen.”
